Grace Presbytery Policy on Trustee Policies

Adopted by the Board of Trustees on March 1, 2016

1. Grace Presbytery Trustee Policy on Spokespersons: The General Presbyter or the President is authorized as spokespersons for the Board of Trustees.

2. Grace Presbytery Trustee Policy on Executing Actions Approved by Appropriate Entities of the Presbytery: Any trustee, the General Presbyter, or the Stated Clerk is authorized to execute any directive passed by the Presbytery or its duly authorized agencies without further formal endorsement by the Board of Trustees.

3. Grace Presbytery Trustee Policy on Signatory Authorization: Any trustee, the General Presbyter, or the Stated Clerk is authorized to sign documents on behalf of Grace Presbytery, Inc. relating to church loans or property, including authorization to sign any loan documents or other contracts.

4. Grace Presbytery Trustee Policy on Directors and Officers Liability Insurance: The Directors and Officers Liability Policy will be renewed every year with a minimum limit of liability of $2,000,000.
